Our Practicum program complements our APA-approved Internship Program to offer excellent 
training for students at both levels of education and experience.  We offer six primary practicum 
rotations: 1) Neuropsychological Assessment 2) Substance Abuse Residential Rehabilitation 
Treatment Program 3) TBI/Polytrauma Psychology Outpatient Clinic 4)Trauma Services 5)Primary 
Care Behavioral Health and 6)Oak Lawn Community Based Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) Therapy. The 
Neuropsychological rotation offers only assessment experience, while the TBI/Polytrauma 
Psychology Clinic and Oak Lawn CBOC rotations offer only psychotherapy experience. The Trauma 
Services, Substance Abuse Treatment Program, and Primary Care Behavioral Health rotations will 
offer both clinical and assessment opportunities but best serve as advanced treatment/intervention 
practicum placements for students (please see our Practicum Program brochure for more detailed 
information about each rotation).
