Compliance 
   Research laboratories must have up-to-date (<3 yrs old) MSDS sheets for chemicals in use. If the chemical is in your laboratory, it’s considered in use.
  Eye wash stations must be checked and logged WEEKLY. Eye wash logs must be kept for at least 1 year. 

  Up-to-date Emergency Phone Numbers and procedures should be posted in all Research laboratories.  

  Research hallways and laboratory areas should be kept free of debris to facilitate evacuation in case of emergency.
