RESPONSES TO EMERGENCY ALERT SIGNALS

DISASTER:
Follow procedures in the Emergency Preparedness Plan

TORNADO:
Follow procedures in the Severe Weather Chapter of the Emergency Preparedness Plan

FIRE:
Phone emergency fire number ext. 911


Identify the location of the fire


Follow the RACE procedure (Rescue, Alarm, Confine, Evacuate)


If you see/smell smoke of unknown origin:



Dial emergency fire number x911



Give specific location



State problem



Alert people in the area



Pull handle on pull box next to stairwells



Close windows & doors



Evacuate

FIRE EMERGENCY PROCEDURES (RACE):

R
RESCUE

Rescue persons in immediate danger

A
ALARM

Pull nearest alarm box and call ext 911

C
CONFINE

Close all doors and windows in immediate area, close all

other doors to prevent smoke & fire from entering  


E
EVACUATE

Evacuate the area

EMERGENCY USE OF FIRE EXTINGUISHER (PASS):

P
PULL


Pull the pin

A
AIM


Aim the nozzle at the base of the fire

S
SQUEEZE

Squeeze the handle

S
SWEEP

Sweep the nozzle from the left to the right across the base

of fire
